Rawhiti’s King & Queen
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Event Information

1. Intro

Welcome to the first summer race series to be held at Rawhiti Mountain Bike Park. The series will be held over six weeks during November and December to find the King and Queen of Rawhiti. The winners not only gain these prestigious titles and trophys, but also get bragging rights to lord it over their fellow club members for the next 12 months.

2. Eligibility

Entries are open to members of the Whakatane Mountain Bike Club. 

Non-members may also enter provided they hold a temporary membership valid on the date of the race. Temporary memberships are available for $5.00 from The Whakatane Information Centre, Whakatane Avanti Plus, or the Ohope Holiday Park, and are valid for two weeks.

Temporary and full memberships will also be able to be purchased at the start line during Registration.

Competitors under the age of 16 at 1st November 2009 require the permission of their parent or guardian to enter. 

I know this is obvious to most, but to make it clear, only men are eligible for the title of King, and only women are eligible for the title of queen.  

3. Categories
Only two categories here – King and Queen.  

4. Entry
Competitors may enter for a single race, any combination of races, or the entire series. You do not have to enter every race to be eligible for the title of King or Queen. Entries will be accepted right up until race briefing for each race.

Alternatively entries will be accepted on race day from 5.30pm to 5.50pm at race headquarters (Caravan near the Barn).

5. Registration

Race registration will take place at Race Headquarters from 5.30pm to 5.50pm on the day of the race prior to starting.

Competitors will be given a race number and ties. The race number must be attached to the bike and visible from the front at all times.

Race numbers are to be returned to the Race Headquarters immediately on completing the race.
6. Race Dates & Course Description

Race 1 – Keep Right


Wednesday 4th November. Race briefing 5.50pm at the Barn. Mass Start

6.00pm. Start at the Barn, Access Rd, Stage Right, Heartbreak Hill, Mal’s Mayhem, Swamp Thing, Exit Track inc sharp exit, River Rd then across bridge to finish at the Barn.

Race 2 – It’s a Long Way Down


Wednesday 11th November. Race briefing 5.50pm at the Barn. Group ride to

the tower. Individual starts at 30sec intervals from the Trig, then tear down to

the bottom via Eastern Express, Works Whoops and the Saplings to finish on the pad at the end of the Saplings.

Race 3 – Half Mast and a Surprise

Wednesday 18th November. Race briefing 5.50pm at the Barn. Mass Start

6.00pm. Start at the Barn, Access Rd, Taylor’s Loop, second half of Stage Right, Heartbreak Hill, Transmitter Trek, Half Mast, Works Whoops, Skid Rd, Mal’s Surprise, Exit Track inc sharp exit, River Rd then across bridge to finish at the Barn.

Race 4 – The Tower of Terror

Wednesday 25th November. Race briefing 5.50pm at the Barn. Mass Start

6.00pm. Start at the Barn, Access Rd, Taylor’s Loop, second half of Stage Right via short cut, Rex’s Rat Run, Heartbreak Hill, Transmitter Trek to finish at the Tower. Make your own way down!

Race 5 – Extend Yourself


Wednesday 2nd December. Race briefing 5.50pm at the Barn. Mass Start

6.00pm. Start at the Barn, Access Rd, Stage Right, Rex’s Rat Run,

Heartbreak Hill, Eastern Express Extension, Mal’s Mayhem, Swamp Thing,

Exit Track inc sharp exit, River Rd then across bridge to finish at the Barn.

Race 6 – The Full Monty
(double points)
Wednesday 9th December. Race briefing 5.50pm at the Barn. Mass Start

6.00pm. Start on River Rd near the bottom of the sapplings, Access Rd,

Stage Right, Heartbreak Hill, Transmitter Trek, Jeff’s Downhill, Eastern Express Extension, Mal’s Mayhem, Mel’s Surprise, Taylor’s Loop, Access Rd, Rex’s Rat Run, Heartbreak Hill, Work’s Whoops, The Saplings, River Road, Lollipop Loop and back to finish at the Barn.

Note the course routes described above may change before the start of the race depending on track condition or availability, or simply because the organisers feel like it! Any changes will be advised during race briefing.

7. Race Scoring

Points will be awarded to competitors in each category as follows:

· 1st Place – 10 points

· 2nd Place – 8 points

· 3rd Place – 6 points

· 4th Place – 4 points

· 5th Place or below – 2 points (yes that’s right – points just for finishing!)

Double points will be awarded for Race 6.

There will also be bonus points each week. How to earn bonus points will be described during the race briefing.

The title of King and Queen will be given to the male and female with the most points at the end of the series. In the event of a tie then the title will go to the competitor who finished the most races. If there is still a tie then the title will go to the competitor with the greatest number of 1st place finishes. If there is still a tie then the number of 2nd place finishes will be compared and so-on until a winner is declared. If there is still a tie after all this then the title will be decided by coin toss.   

8. Safety and First Aid

Safety is the first priority. First aid kits will be located: 

· at Race Headquarters - the caravan near the barn

· with the course marshal approximately half way around the course

· with tail end charlie

The course marshal and tail end charlie will be in contact with race headquarters by RT.

If anyone is injured you must stop and offer assistance.  

9. Sustenance

The BBQ will be going and all competitors can get a free sausage. 

There will also be a chilly bin full of cold beer and other non-alcoholic beverages – but these will cost you a couple of bucks each. 

Other than that you are on your own!

10. Location and Parking
The Rawhiti Mountain Bike Park is located off Burma Rd. To get there, head out of Ohope on Wainui Rd. Burma Rd is on the right hand side about 4 km from Ohope. The entrance to the park is a forestry gate about 1km along Burma Rd. There is plenty of area to park on the road. Race Headquarters will be located at the barn about 400m from the gate.

11. Coronation

Coronation of the King and Queen will occur at the Ohope Charter Club following the final race on Wednesday 9th December - VENUE TO BE CONFIRMED!
12. Rules
1. Have fun.

2. Be safe and help others in trouble.

3. The race number must be attached to the bike and clearly visible from the front.

4. The competitor must complete the entire race on the same bike. 

5. Do not deliberately hold up other competitors. 

6. Call ahead to the person you’re passing and advise what side you’ll be passing on. Give them a chance to provide you room. Don’t be impatient.

7. Competitors must complete the course as advised at the briefing and marked. There will be a marshal or two on the course but we won’t be watching your every move. Please be sporting.

8. You must follow the directions of the race organisers and course marshals.

9. The race organiser’s decision shall be final on any matter.

10. The race organisers may amend any of the rules or format of any of the races as they see fit. Changes will be advised during the pre-race briefing.

11. Refunds will be provided for pre-paid entries if for any reason the race organisers cancel the race due to weather, emergency event, or other reason.
